Constant Fear

Once again we have been saddened by the news of ex-
treme violence in the favelas of Brazil. Unfortunately, this
time, the war between rival factions (highly organized
criminal gangs) was reported widely in international news.

At the end of January 16 people were killed in a ‘nightclub
shooting,’ just a few miles away from CBC. Following this
event there were at least an equal amount of revenge kill-
ings in the area and once again this violence interrupted
daily life for thousands of children.

In 2017 there were 5114 reported murders in the state of
Ceard (mostly in Fortaleza). Ceard has the second highest
level of gun crime in Brazil. (1BGE)

Sad news for the CBC Family

We are sad to report the passing of Bill Freeman, one of
the Directors of Channel to Brazil for Christ. Bill lived in
Ohio and had been a Board member for the last 8 years.

Our love and prayers go out to his wife Karen and two
daughters, Michelle and Meghan.

Rains Challenge Development

This time of year, the north-east of Brazil experiences an
intense period of rain. It is the season of Dengue Fever,
Yellow Fever, Chikungunya (which impacted 100,000 peo-
ple in Ceard last year) and Zika Virus.

The rains exacerbate the underlying brokenness of much
infrastructure in Brazil. In the last month, several fly-overs
have collapsed and mud slides have killed and destroyed
homes.

Maintenance, repairs and improvements in sanitation and
drainage at CBC are very much needed and for a relatively
small amount, much can be done to maintain a healthy
and safe environment at the project.
